2026 KENTUCKY RURAL ELECTRIC WASHINGTON YOUTH TOUR

Four deserving high school juniors from the Taylor County RECC service area will be awarded all-expense-paid trips to Washington, DC, (scheduled for the week of June 15 - 20, 2026) as participants in the 2026 Kentucky Rural Electric Washington Youth Tour Program sponsored jointly by Taylor County RECC and the Kentucky Electric Cooperatives.  

Scheduled activities include tours of the monuments, memorials, the U.S. Capitol, Arlington National Cemetery and the Tomb of the Unknowns, and the Smithsonian Institution.  Other exciting events include meeting with Kentucky’s Congressional delegation and a leadership training.

Eight semifinalists will be selected for a one-day trip to Frankfort, KY, for the Kentucky Rural Electric Frankfort Youth Tour.  From that group, the four winners of the trip to Washington, DC, for the Kentucky Rural Electric Washington Youth Tour will be selected.

To be eligible, you must be a high school junior between the ages of 16 and 18 in good academic and disciplinary standing.  Your parent(s) or guardian(s) must receive electric service at their primary residence from Taylor County RECC.  In addition, each Youth Tour participant must complete an application form, receive a favorable report from their guidance counselor and English teacher, be involved in school and community activities, complete an essay, and agree to abide by the terms and conditions as specified by Taylor County RECC.

Children or grandchildren of Taylor County RECC employees, directors, and attorneys are not eligible.

Taylor County Rural Electric Cooperative Corporation, a not-for-profit corporation, often referred to as Taylor County RECC or “the Cooperative,” was formed in 1938 for the purpose of providing reliable, affordable electric power to its member-owners.  Taylor County RECC is a member of East Kentucky Power Cooperative, a generation and transmission cooperative headquartered in Winchester, Kentucky.

East Kentucky Power, through its sixteen-member systems, provides electricity to nearly one million Kentuckians in 89 of the state’s 120 counties.  Locally, Taylor County RECC serves approximately 25,500 consumers in Adair, Casey, Cumberland, Green, Hart, Marion, Metcalfe, Russell, and Taylor Counties.

RULES FOR PARTICIPATION

1.
High school juniors between the ages of 16 and 18, whose parent(s) or guardian(s) receive electric service at their primary residence from Taylor County RECC are eligible.  Children or grandchildren of Taylor County RECC employees, directors, and attorneys are not eligible.

A completed application must be returned to Taylor County RECC no later than January 15, 2026.  Elements of the application include:

Permission form signed by the student’s parent or guardian

Favorable recommendation forms signed by the student’s high school guidance counselor and current English teacher

A recent photo

A brief typed essay of 500 words or less on “Why I want to represent Taylor County RECC in Washington, DC” written by the student.  (Essays will be judged by out-of-town judges on the basis of creativity, composition, grammar, and neatness.)

Applications may be obtained from the Taylor County RECC office in Campbellsville or from your high school guidance counselor.

All submitted application materials become the property of Taylor County RECC and will not be returned.

4.
Eight semifinalists will be selected for a one-day trip to Frankfort, KY, for the Kentucky Rural Electric Frankfort Youth Tour.  From that group, the four winners of the trip to Washington, DC, for the Kentucky Rural Electric Washington Youth Tour will be selected.

5.
All eight semifinalists will be asked to attend the Taylor County RECC annual meeting.

For clarification, Taylor County RECC defines an eligible student as one who:

in all probability, will be promoted at the completion of this academic year;

has established an excellent academic record in high school;

*
has been actively involved in extracurricular activities;

*
demonstrated leadership abilities through community activities;

*
and has, in the view of school officials, the inclination to be a serious, enthusiastic, and well-behaved youth tour participant.
